PRESENTATION ON YELLOWSTONE
BUFFALO SLAUGHTER

Where: Tsunami Books, 2585 Willamette St, Eugene
When: Thursday, September 15, 7-9 pm

The buffalo’s recovery from near extinction would
seem to be a success story, but the reality is quite
different. Yellowstone National Park's herd of about
3,000 animals is the last genetically pure and free-
roaming group of buffalo in the country. So why are
they being hazed, shot, or shipped to slaughter when
they cross out of the park boundaries? Montana state
officials call it wildlife control and disease
prevention, but the facts do not support this. For the
last 9 years, the Buffalo Field Campaign (BFC) has
operated with teams of volunteers from around the
world, sending out daily patrols to document the
abuses of the Yellowstone herd, and sending their
footage to the news media. Because of their efforts
the number of buffalo killed has declined
dramatically. Join the coordinators of the BFC for a
multi-media presentation about these American icons
and the threats they face. You will see footage of the
herd in Yellowstone, hear stories about their
behavior and habits, and learn the truth about the
abuse. BFC founders have worked with US
Congressmen to introduce The Yellowstone Buffalo
Preservation Act, a first step in protecting this herd.
