WRP's education programs have worked with over 
10,000 students in over 20 schools and youth organizations to 
date, engaging them in active, hands-on habitat restoration 
projects in their public natural spaces. The From Seed to Habitat 
program involves Lane County students grades 3-12 in the entire 
plant life process, from seed cleaning to germination and 
planting. It is this fusion of educational programs with on-the-
ground restoration projects that WRP considers its primary 
contribution to our local native ecosystems.
